As defined by the American Optometric Association, optometrists are “independent primary health 
care providers who examine, diagnose, treat and manage diseases and disorders of the visual 
system, the eye and associated structures as well as diagnose related systemic conditions.”  Today’s 
optometrist is more than just a provider of eyeglasses, and must be prepared to treat the whole 
patient.  The demand for optometric services is growing.  Although most optometrists are in general 
practice, a growing number are involved in a specialty practice such as contact lenses, geriatrics, 
pediatrics, sports vision, and vision therapy.
