5. in violation of any Miami University policy or the Code of Student Conduct, 

6. in violation of any state or federal law or regulations 

7. obscene, libelous or otherwise not protected by the First Amendment; 

Items must be picked up by the individual who submitted them or their designee, using 

valid ID. Items not picked up within 30 days become the property of the University. 

Access to equipment may be prioritized based on factors such as academic priority, 

class due dates, reprints, and other issues as they arise.  The University reserves the 

right to alter queue order based on these factors. 

This policy supersedes any conflicting language in any other department’s policy on the 

use of 3D printersadditive and subtractive manufacturing devices.
